Tribal Development under the Tribal Development Department

1. These rules may be called the Research Assistant, Office
Superintendent/Junior Administrative Officer, Group-B, Deputy
Accountant/ Tribal Development Inspector and Senior Clerk/
Statistical Assistant, Group-C in the Tribal Development
Services (Recruitment) Rules, 2006.

2. In these rules, unless the context requires otherwise,—

() “Commissioner” means Tribal Development

Commissioner, Maharashtra State, Nashik;

(b) “Commissionerate” means Commissionerate of Tribal

Development;

(c) “Degree” means a Degree of a Statutory University;
(d) “Department” means the Tribal Development

Department of the Government;

(e) “Diploma” means a Diploma of Statutory University or

Recognised Institute;

(f) “Directorate” means the office of Director, Tribal

Research and Training Institute, Pune

&) “Government” means the Government of Maharashtra.
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3. Appointment to the post of Research Assistant, Group-
B shall be made either—

(@) by promotion of suitable person on the basis of seniority
subject to fitness from amongst the persons holding the post
of Deputy Accountant/ Tribal Development Inspector having
not less than three years regular service in that post possessing
qualification mentioned in sub-rule (b) (i);

OR
(b) by nomination from amongst the candidates who-
(i) are not more than 33 years of age;
(it) possess a degree '
Provided that preference may be given to those candidates
who possess degree either in the subject of Mathematics,
Economics, Commerce and Statistics.

4. Appointment to the post of Office Superintendent/Junior
Administrative Officer, Group-B, shall be made by promotion
of a suitable person on the basis of seniority subject to fitness
from amongst the persons holding the post of Deputy
Accountant/Tribal Development Inspector having not less than
three years regular service in that post.

5. Appointment to the post of Deputy Accountant/ Tribal
Development Inspector, Group-C shall be made either —
(a) by promotion of a suitable person on the basis of
seniority subject to fitness from amongst the persons holding
the post of Senior Clerk/Statistical Assistant having not less
than three years regular service in that post, OR
(b) by nomination from amongst the candidates who —

Provided that preference may be given to those
candidates who possess Post-Graduate Degree or Degree
in Education.

6. Appointment to the post of Senior Clerk/Statistical

regular service in that post;
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(b) by nomination from amongst the candidates who—

Provided that preference may be given to those candidates
who possess degree with Mathematics, Economics,
Commerce and Statistics as one of the subjects.

7. The age limit prescribed for appointment by nomination
to the posts mentioned in rules 3,5 and 6 shall be relaxed
by 5 years in case of candidates already working in Government
service.

8. Appointment to the posts mentioned in rules 3, 5 and
6 by promotion and nomination shall be made in the ratio of
50:50.

9. A person appointed to any of the posts mentioned in
rules 3, 4, 5 and 6 either by promotion or by nomination shall
be required to pass the prescribed departmental examination
and examination in Hindi and Marathi according to the rules
made in that behalf unless he has already passed or has been
exempted from passing those examination.

10. A person appointed to the posts mentioned in the rules
3, 4, 5 and 6 should possess a Certificate in Computer Operation
prescribed by the Directorate of Information Technology,
Government of Maharashra from time to time.

11. A person appointed to any of the posts mentioned in

Provided that preference will be given to those candidates
having practical knowledge of making statues of clay or
plaster-of-paris or metals.
