CONSTITUTION OF INDIA.

No. EST.1098/CR-103/D-XV.— In exercise of the powers conferred by
the proviso to Article 309 of the Constitution of India, the Governor of
Maharashtra is hereby pleased to make the following Rules regulating
recruitment to the post of Senior Research Officer, Group-A in the
Directorate of Tribal Development under the Tribal Development
Department of Government of Maharashtra, namely -

1. These rules may be called the Senior Research Officer,
Group-A (in the Directorate of Tribal Research and Training Institute)
~~ (Recruitment) Rules, 20086.

2. In these rules, unless the context requires otherwise,—

(a) “Commission” means the Maharashtra Public Service Commission.

(b) “Degree” means a degree of a statutory University.

(¢) “Department” means the Tribal Development Department of
Government.

(d) “Directorate” means the office of Director, Tribal Research and
Training Institute of Tribal Development.

(e) “Government” means the Government of Maharashtra.

3. Appointment to the post of Senior Research Officer shall be made
either,—

(a) by promotion of a suitable person from the Commissionerate of
Tribal Development, on the basis of Seniority subject to fitness from
amongst the persons holding the post of Assistant Project Officer,
Research Officer, Administrative Officer and Lecturer, Group-B, having
not less than three years regular service in that post, or

(b) by nomination from amongst the candidates who,—

(i) are not more than 35 years of age :

provided that the age limit may be relaxed upto 5 years in
case of candidates who are already working in Government
service.
(i) possess a Post-Graduate degree in Social Sciences or

Anthropology :

provided that preference may be given to candidate who possess
M.Phil. or Ph.D. in Social Science or Anthropology, and

(iii) possess practical experience for a period of not less than three

years in any field of tribal, social welfare or tribal research, gained

after acquiring the qualifications mentioned in sub-clause (ii).
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(iv) have adequate knowledge of Marathi :

provided further that, the upper age limit and required
experience may be relaxed by Government on the recommendation
of the Commission in favour of candidates having exceptional
qualifications.

4. Notwithstanding anything contained in these Rules, if at any stage
of selection, the Commission is of the opinion that sufficient number of
candidates possessing the requisite higher basic academic qualification
and experience are not available to fill up the vacancies reserved for
candidates belonging to Backward Class, then the Commission may in the
matter of such selection relax the period of experience set out therein
and select suitable candidates belonging to such castes or tribes.

5. Appointment to the post by promotion and nomination shall be
made in ratio 50:50.

6. A person appointed by nomination to the post shall be on probation
for a period of two years. Probation period may be extended maximum
upto one year only. Person appointed to the post shall be required to
undergo such training and pass such departmental examination that may
be prescribed for the post within prescribed period; unless he has already
passed those examination or has been exempted from passing the same :

provided that if the person does not pass the prescribed departmental
examination or does not complete the probation successfully or is not
found to be suitable for the post during the probation period, the person
shall be liable to be terminated from service without prior notice.

7. A person appointed to the post shall be required to pass the
examinations in Hindi and Marathi according to the Rules made in that
behalf unless the person has already passed or has been exempted from
passing those examinations.

8. Person appointed to the post shall possess the certificate in
computer operation prescribed by Directorate of Information Technology,
Government of Maharashtra from time to time.

9. A person appointed to the post shall be liable for transfer anywhere
in the State of Maharashtra.
