No. EST. 1099/C.R. 89/D-XV —In exercise of the powers conferred by
the proviso to Article 309 of the Constitution of India and in supersession
of all existing rules orders or instruments made in this hehalf, the
Governor of Maharashtra, is hereby pleased to make the following rules
regulating recruitment to the post of Warden (Male), Group-“B” and
Warden (Female) Group-“B” of Hostels and superintendent (Male)
Group-“C?” and Suprintendent (Female) Group-“C” of the Ashram
School Hostels under the Commissionerate of Tribal Development,
Tribal Development Department of the Government of Maharashtra,
namely (—

1. These rules may be called the Warden (Male), Group-“B ”, (Non
Gazetted) Warden (Famale) Group-“B” (Non-Gazetted) of Hostel and
Superintendent (Male) Group-“ C ”, Suprintendent (Female) Group-“C”
of the Ashram School Hostels under the Commissionerate of Tribal
Development under the Tribal Development Department (Recruitment)
Rules, 2004.

2. In these rules, unless the context required otherwise :—

(a) “ Ashram School” means a Primary and Secondary Ashram
School run by the Commissionerate, under the Tribal Develoyment
Department, of the Government ;

(b) “ Commissionerate ” means the Commissionerate of Tribal
Development ;

(c) “Department,” means the Tribal Development Department of
the Government;

(d) “Degree” means a degree of a statutory University ;

(e) “ Government” means the Government of Maharashtra ;

() “Hostel” means the Boys and Girls Hostel run by the
Commissionerate, under the Tribal Development Department of the
Government ;
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(g) “Nursing Course” means a Diploma in Nursing from
Government recognised institute ;

(h) “Selection Committee” means the Selection Committee
constituted by the Government under the Chairmanship of Additional
Commissioner Tribal Development or District Selection Committee
headed by the Collector of the concerned District.

3. Appointment to the post of Warden (Male) Group-B under the
Commissionerate shall be made either :—

(a) by promotion of a suitable male candidate on the basis of
seniority subject to fitness, from amongst the candidates holding the
post of superintendent (Male) in the Ashram School Hostels, having
not less than three years regular service in that post; or

(b) by nomination from amongst the candidates who :—
(i) are not more than, 30 years of age:

Provided that, the age-limit may be relaxed by five years in
respect of candidates who are already in Government service.

(i) possess a Degree in any non-technical faculty ;

(iii) possess a Degree of Bachelor in Physical Education or any
other qualification declared by Government to be equivalent thereto ;

(iv) have experience of practical work or experience of inspection
not less than 2 years of the supervisory post in any Department of
the Government aquired after gaining qualification mentioned in
sub-clause (i) and (iif) of clause (b);

(v) have adequate knowledge of Marathi ;
or

(c) by transfer of a suitable person from equivalent post in any
department of the Government.

4. Appointment to the post of Warden (Female) Group-B under the
Commissionerate shall be made either :(—

(a) by promotion of a suitable, female candidate on the basis of
seniority subject to fitness, from amongst the persons holding the post
of Superintendent (female) in the Ashram School Hostels of the
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Department, having not less than three years regular service in that
post ;
or

(b) by transfer of a suitable female candidate from equivalent post
in any department of the Government.

5. Appointment to the post of Superintendent (Male) Group-C, under
the Commissionerate in the Achram School Hostels shall be made either :—

(a) by nomination from amor;gst the candidates who—
() are not more than 30 years of age:

Provided that, the age-limit may be relaxed by five years in
respect of candidates who are already in Government service.

(it) Possess a Degree in any non-technical faculty ;

(iti) Possess a Degree of Bachelor of Physical Education or any
other qualification declared by the Government to be equivalent
thereto ;

(iv). Have adequate knowledge of Marathi.
or

(b) by transfer of a suitable male candidates holding equivalent post
in any department of the Government who possessing the educational
qualification mentioned in sub clause (ii) and (iii) of clause (a) above.

6. Appointment to the post of Superintendent (Female) Group-C
under the Commissionerate in the Ashram School Hostels shall be made
either :—

(a) by nomination from amongst the female candidates who :—

(i) are not more than 30 years of age:

Provided that, the age-limit may be relaxed by five years in
respect of candidates who are already in Government service.

(ii) Have passed H.S.C. Examination ;
(iii) Possess the Diploma in Nursing Course;
(iv) Have adequate knowledge of Marathi.

or

(b) by transfer of a suitable Female candidates holding equivalent
post in any department of the Government possessing the educational
qualification mentioned in sub clause (i) and (iii) of clause (@) above.

7. Appointment to the ﬁosts mentioned in rule 3 by promotion and
nomination shall be made in the ratio 75:25.
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8. The candidates appointed to the posts by nomination shall be on
probation for a period of two years.

9. A person appointed to any of the posts mentioned in rules 3, 4, 5
and 6 shall be required to pass the prescribed departmental examination
and examination in Hindi and Marathi in accordance with the rules
made in that behalf unless he has aiready passed or has been exempted
from passing those examinations.

10. A person appointed to the posts mentioned in rules 3, 4, 5 and
6 should possess a certificate in Computer Operation prescribed by
Directorate of Information Technology, of the Government in accordance
with the rules made or may be made in this behalf.

11. A person appointed to any of the post mentioned in rules 3, 4, 5
and 6 shall be liable to be transferred anywhere in the State of

Maharashtra.
